This would mean that: 

 Parents and carers would be able to enrol children at a 
Nursery in their local community, which is attached to 
the school that their children will attend 

 Germander Park Nursery will replace the previous Pre-
School, which was judged as Inadequate by Ofsted  

 Eligible working parents of 2 year olds will be able to 
access 15 hours of childcare support from April 2024 
and these would be available at the Germander Park 
Nursery 

 Many parents and carers who currently have siblings 
split across Downs Barn Nursery and Germander Park 
School would be able to have all their younger children 
in the same setting again

ACERS and Breakfast Club 

 

Did you know that at Southwood School, we run a Breakfast Club every day for children from Southwood, 

Downs Barn and Germander Park School.  It cost £1.20 a day and you can drop children from 8am in the 

morning.  At Breakfast Club, children get a healthy breakfast and time to play games and socialise with 

children from all three schools, then the school minibus takes the children to their Infant School for the 

start of the school day. 

 

 

 

 

 

We also run an After School Club called ACERs every day for working parents and carers.  Prices are 

£4.50 until 4.30pm and then £1 extra until 5pm and an additional £1 until 5.30pm.  Parents and carers can 

let us know the day before and children will be collected from their Infant Schools and brought to  

Southwood for the club at the end of the day.  Children have a healthy snack, have an opportunity to  

complete home learning and are able to play a range of activities and enjoy the large outside playing areas 

at   Southwood.
